Avrticle H: Bedrock Wells, town meeting voted to appropriate funds for Bedrock Wells
several years ago. It’s out to bid now; Article H is just the utility easement to the area.
The water needs assessment, in process now, is for Flat Ledge Dam. It had been
determined that the town needed Bedrock Wells six or seven years ago.

Health Insurance, it was stated that town volunteers who receive stipends being eligible
to participate in the town’s health insurance plan was voted in approximately 20 years
ago. The moderator said we will state the law as it pertains to this issue.
