He feels that Rockport’s marsh land is
considered part of the great marsh and he will check about that group doing invasive
removal work in Rockport at the Loblolly cove marsh area.

Consider adding a plan action item to establish walk leaders for “TT’s Sunday morning
walks” so that they continue.

GIS and Trail Mapping:

Stewards involvement with trail mapping we discussed need for group meeting for all to
review of related data that is available. Target a meeting in March.



ROW Update:

MC presented OSR Plan Action item changes related to ROW. ROW suggest on Action
4a remove “wildlife corridors”. On Action 6a change to be “publish map with public trails
that are on public land”.

Adequate labor to support trail clearing continues to be an issue.
